Specifically the money will be used to purchase a server computer. It is more suitable for networking with a faster processor and memory, more RAM, larger hard drives, higher reliability, redundant power supplies, redundant hard drives (RAID), compact size and shape. (Wikipedia) A server allows all computers in the office to communicate, store information centrally, share stored electronic medical record data, direct applications, control internet activity, and queue print requests for the printer. 
The benefit of a server allows a nurse to find a patient’s medication history from any computer terminal in the medical office while the doctor, at another terminal, is viewing the same patient’s medical history and previous diagnoses. At the same time the receptionist or chaplain could be printing needed educational information for the same patient. 
The federal government is requiring all medical offices in the near future to move from paper to electronic files. So with First National Bank of Arizona’s help, HCHC is taking steps to comply.
