Stamp of Approval – June 23, 2007
On March 8, 2007 the City of Chandler inspected our clinic site. In the initial inspection HCHC failed. The inspector cited that there were not plans on file with the City to make the large 5,400 foot suite into three smaller sized suites, and an additional emergency exit was needed. 
From that point the landlord, who was completing the renovations on HCHC’s behalf, had to hire an architect to submit building drawings to the city’s Planning and Zoning Office. In a gracious gesture, since the inspection had failed, the landlord suspended the rent until the certificate of occupancy was received. HCHC deeply thanks Carpe Diem Properties for their graciousness. 
It took ten weeks to get architectural plans and permit applications approved to begin the additional renovations. The largest renovation was addition of the emergency exit and a handicapped ramp. The construction work took three weeks to complete. 
On June 23, 2007 the City of Chandler inspector approved the clinic site and HCHC received the certificate of occupancy. So after much anticipation HCHC has moved into its home.
